Children with a Statutory Free Milk entitlement who have not had milk during the Autumn Term 2018 —
no milk order will be placed unless you ask us to do so.

We have been asked to point out that those pupils who partake in the "Milk in Schools Scheme’ benefit
from a subsidy under this Scheme. This represents a significant reduction in the actual cost of milk.

Fruit Shop Payment for Spring Term 2019 - Years 3 to 6
If you would like your child to have fruit and healthy snacks from our Fruit Shop during the Spring Term

2019, would you please make a payment of £16.00 via your ParentPay account no later than Monday, 17

that your payment means that your child opts into our Fruit Shop for the full term and, due to the
numbers and logistics involved, we are unable to make refunds for absence, etc.

Please be
aware that it can take up to two days for a Paypoint payment to reach your account.
