· Kanagawa is a relatively small prefecture wedged between Tokyo  on the north, the foothills of Mount Fuji  on the northwest, and the Pacific Ocean and Tokyo Bay on the south and east. 
· The eastern side of the prefecture is relatively flat and heavily urbanized, including the large port cities of Yokohama and Kawasaki, but becomes more relaxed to the southeast, near the Miura Peninsula, where the ancient city of Kamakura draws tourists to its temples and shrines. 
· The Tama River  forms much of the boundary between Kanagawa and Tokyo. The Sagami River  flows through the middle of the prefecture.

· The Great Wave off Kanagawa
· The Great Wave off Kanagawa is a famous woodblock printing by the Japanese artist Hokusai.  A literal translation of the Japanese name would be "Off Kanagawa, the back (or underside) of a wave." It was published in 1832 as the first in Hokusai's series 36 Views of Mount Fuji  and is his most famous work. It depicts an enormous wave threatening boats near the Japanese of Kanagawa; Mount Fuji can be seen in the background. The wave is probably not intended to be a tsunami , but a normal ocean wave created by the wind. Like the other prints in the series, it depicts the area around Mount Fuji under particular conditions.
· Copies of the print hang at the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York City, the British Museum in London, and in Claude Monet Monets house in Giverny, France.
· The logo for the surf brand Quiksilver is based upon this artwork.

Your task – Sketch and colour ‘The Great Wave’
