OPAL (Outdoor Play and Learning) Parent Event 

On Thursday 16th July, we will be holding our rescheduled OPAL Parent Event, which had to be 
cancelled in June due to the extremely poor weather. 

We only had 200 places available. Families who had already booked a place for the original event have 
automatically been allocated a place for this new date. If you have a place but can no longer attend, 
please let the school office know as soon as possible so that it can be offered to another family. 

The event will begin at 9.15am in the school hall with a presentation about OPAL and the benefits it 
brings to our children. Following this, parents and carers will be invited outside to join the children for a 
special OPAL playtime experience. 

Due to the size of our school, places are limited. With approximately 630 children, supervising staff and 
the available outdoor space, we are only able to accommodate 200 adult visitors safely. 

We are looking forward to welcoming those families attending and sharing what makes OPAL such a 
special part of life at Moorlands. 
 

OPAL Equipment and Year 6 Gym Equipment 

Please can we once again remind families that children must not use the OPAL play equipment before 
or after school, nor should they use the Year 6 gym equipment on the bottom playground. 

The OPAL equipment is supervised by staff during the school day, and those staff have a clear 
understanding of the risk-benefit assessments associated with the equipment. In addition, children take part 
in OPAL assemblies every three weeks, where we regularly review the rules for using the equipment safely. 
This includes the important rule that the equipment must not be used before or after school.

We would also like to remind families that the Year 6 gym equipment is designed specifically for Year 6 
pupils and is not suitable for younger children. Therefore, it must not be used at any time by children 
in lower year groups.
